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MRS. MORGAN'’S TIPS FOR SUCCESS
EMERGENCIES

An emergency can be scary for a child, particularly if they do not
know what to do. All children should have a basic understanding
of how to ask for help and what is a true emergency. The first
thing children should know is their address and phone number.
It is amazing to me how many children, even older ones, don’t
have this vital information. Just %{ettmg lost in a store or going
through a tragedy like Hurricane Katrina will show how
important it is for a child to be able to tell an adult who they
belong to and how to get in touch of family.

The second thing a child needs to know is how to call the police
and fire degartment. The easiest way is to teach them 911. But
ou do need explain what is a true emergency and what is not.
iscussions and role—f)la&zlng activities will help them understand
when they should call. Children will be less likely to 11_)Ian1.c if they
have practiced before an emergency actually occurs. Having an
escape plan in the event of a fire is also vital.  The family should
have a meeting place outside the house and, if possible, pair up
family members, such as older children with younger children.

Take the month of March, make sure your child knows their
phone number and address and how to use 911. Also, make a
plan for your house in case of a fire or other emergency. The time
you take to prepare your family will definitely pay off in the event
of an emergency. Have a safe month!
