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Scheduling is a balancing act.  We try to be fair 
and equitable for all and honor requests.  
Requests will be accepted until June 14th.  
They must be in writing, signed by a parent or 
guardian. Written requests can be sent to the 
main office and marked to the attention of Hazel 
Johnson.  Telephone and e-mail requests will 
not be accepted.   
 
There is no guarantee that you will get your 
request because so many variables come into 
play.  The whole idea is to balance classes with 
ability levels and behavior issues.  We will do 
our best to honor your request, but there are no 
guarantees. 
 
Additionally, there may be changes made within 
a team during the school year to facilitate a 
more appropriate mix of students and 
personalities, as well as balancing the number 
of students within classes. 
SCHOOL RULES 
At ABMS North, we have a progressive 
discipline policy.  As we approach the end of 
the school year, students receiving discipline 
referrals for a “small” infraction, may receive a 
“large” consequence due to the accumulation of 
referrals for violations of school rules. 
 
This a good time of the year to review, with your 
child, the Agenda Book for Discipline and Dress 
Code.  A portion of the Dress Code is included 
in this newsletter.

CONSTRUCTION UPDATE 
Construction will be started on our building 
during Easter Break.  The parking lot between 
the building and the football stadium will be 
fenced off and used as the staging area for the 
construction crews.  The driveway that goes 
behind the building will also be fenced off.  All 
traffic will have to enter and exit the driveways 
on Ashley.  The driveways and parking areas in 
the front of the building (the Ashley Drive side) 
will be the only access to the building.  This is 
presenting a challenge for dropping off and 
picking up students.  A sketch of the front 
parking area/driveways is included with this 
newsletter.  The parking lot will be marked with 
two lanes down the center for parents to use 
when dropping off or picking up students.  
There will also be a wide yellow stripe at the 
exit – the first cars are to pull up to that line so 
that others cars can line up in the lanes. 
 
After students are dismissed and busses are 
boarded, the busses will be allowed to exit first, 
and then the cars will be allowed to exit.   As 
you move ahead, be very aware of children 
exiting or entering cars.   We will have 
personnel directing traffic for the first few days. 
 
My advice, as a parent and the Principal, 
would be to arrive at school around 2:55 
p.m. –  after the busses have departed.  
You will be able to use the bus lane or 
the parking lot.  Students waiting for 
their parents should wait in the front 
lobby. 
 
With parking spaces being limited, parents 
will be allowed to park in the bus lane from 
8:00 a.m. until 2:15 p.m. if you are bringing 
your child in late or picking them up early 
for appointments, etc.  �
